It's safest to hike or camp with at
least one companion. If you'll be
entering a remote area, your group
should have a minimum of four
people; this way, if one is hurt,
another can stay with the victim
while two go for help. If you'll be
going into an area that is unfamiliar
to you, take along someone who
knows the area or at least speak
with those who do before you set
out.

Pack emergency signaling devices,
and know ahead of time the loca-
tion of the nearest telephone or
ranger station in case an emer-
gency does occur on your trip.
