It is difficult to turn on the tele-
vision or the radio and not hear
about fAgreeno i
everywhere in our society.

Moving to biodiesel vehicles
with each new vehicle
meaning the fuel will come
from renewable plant
sources.

¢ The promotion of more
energy efficient plumbing
installations, such as tank-
less water heaters. Since the
water does not have to be
kept hot just in case it is
needed, less energy is used
helping to reduce carbon
emissions.

¢ The promotion of water

saving shower heads and
faucets.

Use of environmentally
friendly biological drain
openers.

A reduction in office paper
usage by 85%.

Another great place to start is to
take a look at recycling, energy

efficiency and focus on reusable
materials right in your office.
